Major Issues Not Addressed In September 11 Terrorism

There are major issues not addressed relating to the September 11, 2001, terrorist attacks. By refusing to address them, the primary blame for the success of the September 11 hijackers and the open door for more of the same will continue as it has for the past 40 years. These issues include:

· Whose pattern of misconduct, and worse, insured that the hijackers of four aircraft would succeed. If this misconduct did not exist, it is probably that none of the hijackers would have succeeded in commandeering the aircraft, and the news media would be reporting that multiple simultaneous hijackings were thwarted. Instead, 5,000 plus people already are dead and major economic and social disruptions have occurred.
