Dear Ms. Dunham,

I happened to encounter your web site and thought that you might be interested in what I have done in addressing behind-the-scene air safety problems. Unless you are an insider, you have no idea of how the politics of air safety played key roles in certain prior airline crashes, how it affects everyone who flies, and how it will play a role in some of the airline crashes yet to occur. You won’t be made aware of these matters by any source that I know of. The only reason that I know about these matters is that I was an FAA air carrier operations inspector, active in an area that experienced a major airline crash on an average of every six moths for a period of years. Without this insider information, very little can be done about the root-cause of most air safety problems. Let me describe my background so that you can determine something about my credibility. 

· I have been active in sophisticated aviation since 1942, starting as a Navy pilot/flight instructor; an airline pilot after the war in domestic and international operations with various airlines; an FAA air carrier operations inspector in a very sensitive area. Many airline crashes occurred in my area of federal air safety responsibilities, most of them being caused by air safety and other violations that I and other FAA inspectors had discovered during our official activities. 

· I was so concerned and outraged by the close relationship between specific airline crashes and a pattern of documented misconduct that I undertook a number of actions that are unprecedented in aviation.

· I acted as an independent counsel, conducting a four-month-long hearing, requiring over 4000 pages of hearing transcript, during which I had sworn testimony and dozens of highly sensitive documents admitted into evidence, showing the close relationship between misconduct and disasters.

· I made numerous reports to the FBI, U.S. attorneys, and Justice Department headquarters, concerning federal violations related to certain airline crashes, these reports being made while an FAA inspector-investigator.

· I circumvented the block by Justice Department personnel to appear before a federal grand jury in Denver with my evidence.

· I filed federal actions against the FAA and NTSB, and actions as friend-of-the-court, seeking to expose the documented corruption that I and other inspectors discovered that was related to specific airline crashes.

· Thinking that the public, including the next-of-kin, wanted to know about these matters, and that some would assist my efforts, I started publishing highly detailed and documented books revealing these matters. The first edition of Unfriendly Skies was published in 1978 and it is now in the third edition.

· To make this information better known, I started appearing as a guest and air safety expert on radio and television shows in 1978, which continues to this date, numbering over 3,000 appearances at this time.

· Seeking to silence me, I became the target of government retaliation, which caused me to be stripped of everything I own, including the assets that I used to fund these activities.

No Help From Anyone, But Plenty Of Heartwarming Appreciation
Ironically, not a single next-of-kin, or any group supposedly interested in addressing air safety problems, have ever offered any help whatsoever.  Most if not all of those professing an interest in improving air safety don’t want to exercise the courage necessary to expose the behind-the-scene air safety problems. Most next-of-kin aren’t interested in going after these problems, preferring instead to go where the deep-pockets are located for a quick financial return. 

Unless you have the insider information available that is available to only a few people, and can understand the broader picture, you will never make any meaningful progress at the root causes of the problems. Chase symptoms, maybe, but that is all. 

I suggest that you look at my web site and also read the book that exposes air safety problems that you will never find anywhere else.
